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Program

Day 1 After the welcome at  the meet ing point  you wi l l  receive the ordered rental  mater ia l .  Of
course, the mountain guide is also avai lable wi th t ips and tr icks regarding backpack
packing. Once everything is packed, af ter  a short  introduct ion to the speci f ic  tour
mater ia l ,  you wi l l  s tar t  your tour.  You cl imb up to the Hotel  Tiefenbach and learn about
the f i rst  course contents.  (d istance: 4.5 km, walk ing t ime: 2 h,  ascent:  600 vert ical
meters).You take training tours in the area, which you plan together wi th the group the
evening before and discuss cont inuously in the f ie ld.  The tour dest inat ions are chosen
according to weather and condi t ions.  Possible summits are:  Schafberg 2591 m, Chl i
Bielenhorn 2904 m, Klein Furkahorn 3026 m and others.  (Distance: 5-7 km, walk ing
t ime: 5-7 h,  ascent:  1200 vert ical  meters).
